Call your senators at (928) 236-2402
and tell them they need to get back
to work, extend the census deadlines,
and provide emergency funding for
USPS and for states to conduct safe
and fair elections — money that was
allocated by the House more than
THREE months ago.

/s VOTE EARLY

Make a plan to vote EARLY, either in
person or by mail. Again, go to vote.org
to find out how to vote early in your state.
Apply for your mail ballot NOW, fill it out,
and send back using the methods your
state allows. Don’t wait!
